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Middle East II 
students experience 
immersion in Egypt

Have you ever wanted to visit 
a foreign country? How about 
explore an ancient world with an 
expert guide to explain all the as-
tounding facts and details about 
life thousands of years ago? What 
if you could do both while still 
studying Arabic? Sound too good 
to be true? 

Well, you could just ask the 
students from class AD01708 and 
they’ll tell you—your dreams can 
come true!

Seven Middle East II students 
were selected based on out-
standing academic performance 
and reputation as military pro-
fessionals to attend an exciting 
30-day immersion to Cairo, Egypt 
in July 2009.

Each student attended 140 
hours of language instruction 
at the International Language 
Institute (ILI) (www.arabicegypt.
com ) in Cairo, Egypt where they 
learned new listening, reading, 
speaking and study techniques. 
They made new friends with the 
talented teachers and staff at the 
ILI and were challenged daily 
to excel as individual learners. 
However, the immersion wasn’t all 
work! In addition to regular class 
at ILI, students also went on tours 
and enjoyed day trips with an 
outstanding guide, who provided 

amazing insight into Egyptian cul-
ture, history, religious practices, 
and daily life.

Visiting the Great Pyramids, the 
Hanging Church in Coptic Egypt, 
the Alexandria Library, and float-
ing on the famous Nile River were 
but a few of the experiences that 
will live on for a lifetime in ev-
eryone’s memory. Many students 
commented on how helpful it was 
to really “touch” the history they 
were learning about in class dur-
ing these day trips. 

The guide did a wonderful job of 
using the historical sites as review 
lessons on vocabulary, culture, 
and history and even gave them 
the chance to play “guide” too! Of 
course, even though students had 
to go to class six hours a day, sur-
vive both mid-week and weekend 
tours, it was daily life where the 
learning really happened!

In Cairo, students lived in flats 
equipped with kitchens and Ara-
bic satellite TV, with two to three 
students in each apartment. All 
students were responsible for 
purchasing/cooking food, taking 
taxis, shopping for essentials, and 
buying gifts. Much of the “flavor” 
of Egypt and the true learning 
about its people happened on the 
streets of crowded, bustling Cairo. 
Everyone found out that they had 
to think fast and stay on their toes 
to be able to truly communicate 
with the guy on the street. From 
re-charging minutes on their cell 
phones to bargaining for the best 
price on an Isis statue at Khan 

al-Khalili market, students were 
active and excited about trying 
out their language skills, and es-
pecially the Egyptian dialect that 
ILI provided them during their first 
week of class.

Of course, you can’t forget all 
the wonderful food! Each student 
had their favorites, from the fresh 
fish to the kabobs, to the myriad 
of dipping sauces and hummus 
variations. Plus, who would have 
thought that the best hamburger in 
the world (according to Time mag-
azine) could be found in Cairo, 
and also-that Egyptian pizza with 
hot sauce could be so good?

To try to condense the learning 
and life experiences the 
students had while on 
immersion is nearly 
impossible.
