Prior to data collection, contact DLIFLC’'s Human Research
Protections Program (HRPP) Office at research@dliflc.edu. This office will guide you through the
process for obtaining the required documents and permissions. It is the author’s responsibility to
ensure that they follow all requirements. The appropriate paperwork will need to be submitted
to the Academic Journals Editor (journals@dlific.edu) for any article that involves data collection
with human subjects. Also please note that the journal reserves the right to contact DLIFLC
supervisors/chairpersons to verify the accuracy of any information submitted in a manuscript.

Dialog on Language Instruction operates a double anonymized review process, meaning the
identities of the authors are concealed from the reviewers, and reviewers’ identities are
concealed from the authors. Manuscripts will be acknowledged by the Editor upon receipt and
assessed for suitability for the journal. If deemed suitable, they will be sent to at least two
independent expert reviewers. Decisions and feedback will be provided to authors, generally
within three months of manuscript submission. All publication decisions are made by the Editor
and are final.
